Job Descriptor:

Leads a multifunctional IPT team normally composed of engineers, quality and procurement personnel.

Develop and maintain a positive relationship with the internal customer. 

Maintain Subcontract Programme Management Plans (PMP) and subcontract programme documentation. 

Execute best practices and LM processes for subcontract programme management, including cost management, earned value, risk management.

Schedule, lead and co-ordinate purchase order reviews, Preliminary Design Review(s), (PDRs), Critical Design 

Reviews (CDRs), Production readiness reviews (PRRs) and TKOs/PKOs.

Support the capture manager and/or proposal manager

Ensure the timely and accurate production of subcontract programme management work products e.g. SOWS, SMP, Source Selection Plan, RFI, RFP etc.
